dors Program, and was
a member of the Student
Government Association.

“Tanner was an ex-
cellent, highly engaged
student who showed a
great interest in medicine
and its relationship to
the classes he took,” said
Dr. Paul Cerpovicz. “As
a member of the EGSC
Science, Technology, En-
gineering, Mathematics,
and Medicine (STEMM)
Club, Tanner was in-
volved with many com-
munity outreach events
to help people of all ages
better enjoy science, as
well as understand and
appreciate how import-
ant it is to our lives. He
made my classes with
him fun and enjoyable,
and I wish him all the

luck w1th his medical ca-
reer.”

The Philadelphia Col-
lege of Osteopathic Med-
icine, a four-year med-
ical school osteopathic
program, was founded
in 2019 to help grow the
number of rural physi-
cians in Georgia. Osteo-
pathic medicine takes a
holistic (full body) ap-
proach to treating illness-
es and implementing life-
style changes alongside
prescribing medications.

In addition to prescrib-
ing medications, Osteo-
pathic Physicians utilize
Osteopathic  Manipula-
tive Medicine (OMM) to
help the body work to-
gether cohesively. OMM
is taught as 300-400 ad-
ditional hours of neuro-
musculoskeletal training
and learning hands-on
techniques to manipu-
late bones and muscles to

help relieve pain.

A Doctor of Osteopathic
Medicine is a complete
physician who is licensed
to prescribe medication
and perform surgery in
all 50 states. The whole-
body approach to pa-
tients leads a majority of
these doctors to practice
family-oriented primary
care.

Peebles plans to move
to Moultrie to begin
school in August. He will
complete two years of
course work followed by
two more years of course
work combined with
clinical rotations. Peebles
will be part of the class of
2025.

Following the comple-
tion of medical school,
Peebles would like to at-
tend a family or internal
medicine residency (3-4
years). He would then
like to return to a rural

area to help offset the
deficit in healthcare in
our area.

“I am beyond excited
to continue my journey
towards practicing med-
icine at PCOM-Moultrie.
Much like East Georgia,
PCOM-Moultrie is a rural
college dedicated to edu-
cating students to help
them one day use that
education to improve
their community,” said
Peebles. “I feel as though
obtaining a D.O. degree
at PCOM will help me
treat patients in rural ar-
eas who would otherwise
struggle to obtain access
to quality healthcare. I
am extremely grateful for
the opportunity to begin
a lifetime of service and
obtaining knowledge
and I feel blessed to have
continued support from
my undergraduate col-
lege and community.”
