Ovur Correll mentor, Dr. Cheek, always makes sure each student is headed toward the right direction
with our classes but also speaks to us in a friendly manner with his joyful and energetic persona. He
cares about each and every one of his students. He takes the time to get to know all of us on a per-
sonal level so we can feel like we are cared about instead of being just another student. Every week in
class, we are presented with a professor from a different field of study who teaches us fascinating new
materials. For example, a professor presented a slideshow of different cool attractions around Georgia
and jobs associated in that field that people may not have had an idea of. Another presenter talked of
her degree in ecology and the places she has visited and worked that looked cool and interesting. With
every professor that presents to the class, it seems that new insights and potential areas of intrigue
are brought up that help the class understand new things that we may have never thought of. It really
makes you believe that, if you set your sights on a goal, you can achieve whatever you set your mind
to, no matter what your background.

The Bobcat Buddies program provided me the opportunity to provide service to the community by
tutoring Swainsboro Elementary School students. Every Tuesday and Thursday, the Correll Scholars help
the elementary school students with their homework in a variety of subjects. My Bobcat Buddies were
fifth graders Abraham and Irvin. When | first partnered with them, they were kind of shy and quiet. As
the program progressed and they became comfortable, they became energetic and kept conversations
funny and upbeat.
