How do I get started?  
To complete the Associate of Arts Degree in Business 

Administration and Economics at East Georgia College, 

a student must:  
 
• Submit an East Georgia College application, $20 application fee 
and required paperwork to the Admissions Office. Additional forms 
needed include high school transcripts (or official GED scores), 
college or technical school transcripts and immunization form.  
 
• Most students will also be required to take a placement exam, 
known as the COMPASS. Please contact the East Georgia College 
Admissions Office  at 478-289-2017 for a complete list of 
requirements.  

 
To be admitted to Georgia Southwestern, a 
student must:  
 
• Complete an Associate degree in Business or the equivalent and 
submit an enrollment application to the Office of Undergraduate 
Admission at Georgia Southwestern for evaluation.  
 
• Students must attain a minimum overall Grade Point Average of 
2.0 in all college courses.

BUSA 3050 - Business Statistics (Credits: 3.00)

BUSA 3150 - Business Finance (Credits: 3.00)

MGNT 3600 - Principles of Management  (Credits: 3.00)  
Management principles applicable to all types of cooperative enterprises. The vital functions of the manager are studied in detail. 
 
MGNT 3650 - Introduction to International Business  (Credits: 3.00)  
An introduction to the nature and environment of international business, multinational business operations, and the future of international 
business. 
 
MKTG 3800 - Principles of Marketing  (Credits: 3.00)  
Principles and methods involved in the movement of goods and services from producer to consumer.
