COURSE:

ISCI 2001 Life/Earth Science. An integrated overview of the core Life and Earth Science content covered in the K-5 Georgia Performance Standards.  Topics include the Characteristics of Life, Biodiversity/Heredity, Energy Flow, Interdependence of Life, Cell Biology, Earth Systems, the Lithosphere, the Hydrosphere, and the Biosphere. Students will gain conceptual understanding through Inquiry-Oriented Activity-Based pedagogical strategies in order to have experiences learning science content in the ways they will be expected to teach in the future.
